There are two wires leading to each low beam. Ground or Negative (-) side is brown, positive (+) side is a yellow. The computer is looking for resistance of the filament in a bulb between two wires. 

The relays must be the type with “87a” in the middle pin, not just “87”.  Bosch can be ordered from http://www.talbotco.com for $10 ea. 

The resistors I used were sand-block type from Radio Shack 1 ohm 10 watt, less than $1 ea.
Note from Lefty: It would be wise to add a 7amp fuse. To this design.
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
